1. Student Pass - Your acceptance to Stradford International College (Stradford) is subjected to the approval of your student pass application by the Malaysian Immigration Department. 

Stradford will submit the application on student’s behalf but is not responsible for the time taken or delay in processing the application and if the application is rejected by the 
Immigration Department for any reasons.

2. Validity of Passport & Pass - You must hold a valid passport and student pass for the entire duration of your stay in 

Malaysia. You are responsible for the validity of any kind of immigration pass / visa / social pass and must abide by the rules and regulations imposed by Stradford and the Malaysian 

Immigration Department.

3. Report to Stradford - Upon your arrival in Malaysia, you must report to the International Office (IO), Stradford within three days to submit your passport and payment for the 

endorsement of student pass.

4.  Payment of Fee - You are required to report to Admissions & Bursary Office to pay any balance/pending programme fees if any and present the original certificate(s) and supporting 

documents within seven days after the commencement date of the programme, failing which, Stradford reserves the rights to terminate the student and do the necessary action including 

shortening of the visa.

5.  Payment of Student Pass & Visa - You shall bear all charges related to your student pass / visa / special pass or fines charged by the Immigration Department.

6.  Employment - You are not allowed to engage in any kind of work or occupation in Malaysia while holding a student pass unless you have obtained the approval from the Immigration 

Department. However, the new rules allow you to work only during semester break subject to the rules and regulations set by Immigration Department.

7. Renewal/Extension of Student Pass -  For Renewal/Extension of Student Pass you must fulfill the following condition : 

a)  You must have at least 80% attendance

b)  You must attain minimum CGPA2.0 in academic results for the duration of the current student pass validity period.

c)  You are required to pay at least one (1) semester of tuition fee in advance before applying to extend/renew  your student pass. Your payment should  be good & must not have any fee 

arrears. All application for student pass must be submitted to the International Office two months before the expiry date of your student pass.

8.  Withdrawal - You must inform Stradford in writing if you wish to withdraw from the college and report to the International Office for cancellation of your student pass. Stradford 

reserves the right to forfeit the caution fee, any fee paid & claim any outstanding fee and also inform the Immigration Department  to cancel your student passes if you fail to do a proper 

cancellation before leaving the country. 

9.  Inactive - If you have registered but failed to attend any classes one month after the commencement date without informing  Stradford officially, you will be classified as withdrawn. 

All fees and security deposit will be forfeited and Stradford will inform immigration to cancel your student pass.

10. Refund of Fees - Refund of fees is subjected to Stradford’s Bursary Policy (please refer to Stradford’s Bursary Policy)

11. Deferment - You must obtain the written approval from your Head of Department if you wish to defer your study (terms and conditions applied). 

12. Code of Conduct - You are required to abide by the Stradford Code of Conduct and Code of Discipline.

13. Medical Examination - You are required to undergo a medical examination at the Approved clinics stated by EMGS (Education Malaysia Global Services)  within 7 days of arrival in 

Malaysia and subscribe a medical insurance programme  recommended by EMGS.
